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Listening to Mozart and Children’s Intellectual Capacity
Several studies have been conducted to investigate the impact of listening to music on children’s cognitive development. Some studies found that playing an instrument or listening to music facilitates better cognitive development among children. As a result, every child should be allowed to listen to music. It stimulates the growth of brain cells, improving IQ in children. Specifically, there is a significant relationship between listening to Mozart’s music and kids’ intelligence. 
Although some old studies showed no association between listening to Mozart and kids’ intellectual development, recent studies have confirmed the existence of a strong connection between the two variables. A study conducted by Rauscher and colleagues in 1993 confirmed that listening to Mozart’s music has insignificant or no impact on children’s intellectual capacity (Jekins, 2001). However, recent studies discovered otherwise. According to Wahyuni et al. (2017), listening to Mozart’s music is a brain exercise that improves short-term memory. Likewise, Przybylska-Zielińska (2018) that listening to Mozart promotes children’s mental, cognitive, social, emotional, and physical development. The research also revealed that music boosts creativity, concentration, memory, and spatial thinking. These recent two studies have proved that Mozart’s music has a positive impact on kids’ intelligence. Their findings are more reliable than the previous research because the researchers used significant sample sizes. For instance, the participants in both studies were more than twenty.  However, the findings from the old research by Rauscher could be unreliable since the sample size of ten participants was too small.
In conclusion, studies have shown a stronger association between listening to Mozart and increased intellectual capacity in children. It improves memory, reasoning skills, attention, and creative abilities that are determinants of intelligence. Mozart's music is also associated with high social and emotional intelligence. Listening to Mozart increases intelligence capacity in children. Some researchers in the past had a contrary opinion, but their findings were invalid and unreliable due to insignificant samples. 
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
